1 Minutes

3 Police Report


a) Crime Statistics

Figures comparing month on month for Total Recorded Crime were down.

b) Speed Checks

i) A recent Speed Check exercise carried out at the bottom of Green Lane resulted in 19 vehicles being recorded as exceeding the speed limit.

ii) To avoid possible ill feeling between neighbours the suggestion that membes of FRA and Finham Grange Residents Association (FGRA) exchange areas when carrying out speed checks was welcomed.

iii) Following a request from a resident for a speed check on the slip road parallel to the A45, PCSO Steed explained that it would not be possible owing to Health and Safety factors in that area.  He suggested residents in the area ask CCC to put strips down to count the number and speed of vehicles.

c) Free Event for Young People

The Police, with other organisations, have arranged a day of free activities in the War Memorial Park on Friday 26 July, 3.00 pm to 8.00 pm.  Young people aged 14 to 21 years are invited and posters will be distributed in the area.

d) Parking Tickets

Residents in the vicinity of the junction of Daleway Road and Green Lane.had received parking tickets for parking where the yellow lines had been removed by painting them out.  This paint had deteriorated owing to wear and tear partially revealing the yellow lines.  Residents had challenged the situation and were awaiting a decision by CCC Ticket Enforcement and the Highways Departments.  Cllr Crookes stated that the lines were illegal and offered to follow it up.

b) Grassed Area Crossway Road/Anchorway Road

Residents are being disturbed by balls entering gardens from the grassed area between Crossway Road and Anchorway Road.  To discourage children from playing ball games in this area CCC had agreed not to mow the grass but this had been done resulting in the problem resuming.

c) Subsiding Road

Graham Reynolds reported that the road surface of the bus stop at the bottom of Green Lane is moving and causing a dip.  Cllr Crookes offered to report it.
