3 Police Report


a) Crime Statistics

Although burglaries were down, total crime was up 53%, reflecting the drive aways without paying, from the BP garage.

b) Childrens Natural Play Area

Sgt Mercer would like to arrange to visit a current Natural Play Area to assess what is proposed for the new area.


c) Anti-social Behaviour

PCSO Karl Brown stated that he was addressing anti-social behaviour in the area.  Angela Fryer drew his attention to the bus stop at the junction of St Martins Road/Erithway Road where young people are gathering and misbehaving.

4 Correspondence

a) Postal Service

Graham Reynolds reported that a letter had been received from Royal Mail stating that there will be ‘changes to Royal Mail delivery service’ in the area, but not stating in detail what these changes will be.

b) GP Surgery Closure

As Dr Jagadeshwari’s surgery at Maidavale Crescent is closing, consideration is to be given to the possibility of re-routing the 9A bus (clockwise) to include the Green Lane Medical Centre.

c) Styvechale Pharmacy – Baginton Road

A leaflet has been produced by Styvechale Pharmacy, reassuring residents that although the local GP’s surgery is closing, they will continue with their full service, including collecting/delivering prescriptions as they do at present.

d) Request to Attend FRA Meeting

A request from a Labour Candidate/Councillor was declined as FRA is a non-political organization.
