3 Police Report


a) Crime Statistics

In general crime in the area is down although criminal damage and theft from motor vehicles is up   Theft of vehicles has risen from 2 to 3.  Having found 2 local houses with the front door left open, PCSO Mike Williams emphasised the importance of maintaining security.


b) Safety Talks

The police are to give road safety talks at the University of Warwick following road accidents involving students. 

c) Parking on Grass Verges

Cars parking partially on the grass verge in St Martins Road slip road have been causing a blockage.  Cars are also parking on other grass verges in the area resulting in the ground being churned up and damaged.

4 Gateway Project

Bob Fryer urgently asked for support to attend any/all of approximately 9 public meetings concerning the Gateway Project to be held in Leamington Spa in March.


Although this proposed development is based in the Baginton area it will have a knock-on affect on Finham – changes to the road network and threat to the Kings Hill Green Belt once again.

5 Bus Survey
