 1. Minutes of Previous Meeting

The Minutes of the previous meeting were accepted


 2. Matters Arising

4b  Bus Questionnaire Feedback

The initial questionnaire feedback from Centro indicated that the majority of the respondents were retired.  Graham Reynolds reported that staff from Severn Trent were using the bus, getting on/off at the stop at the bottom of Green Lane.  Consideration was given to the possibility of asking them to complete the questionnaire.

 3. Police Report

 4. Gateway Project

Bob Fryer stated that the schedule for the Gateway Project Inquiry has changed.  He requested support on Friday 2 May when he will be speaking about pollution and the risk of contamination of the Green Lane bore hole and hence Finham water supply.

 5. Correspondence

 6. Treasurer’s Report 

(a) Account Balances

Anthony Dalton stated that there had been no change to the balances since the books were closed and audited prior to the AGM.  A cheque was signed for the annual web hosting fee.

(b) Kings Hill Fund Refund

Bob Fryer explained that when funds were being raised for the Kings Hill Fund, a donation of £50 had been made on the understanding that it be returned if it was not used for Kings Hill legal services.  It was agreed to return this donation.


 7. Rounds Report

Alan Elliott stated that following the AGM 1 resident had volunteered as a Roundsperson and 2 previous Roundspeople had offered to take on Rounds again.  However, 3 Rounds were still without Roundspeople.

 8. Councillor’s Report

(a) Road Works

As well as the work being undertaken by CCC, the road works taking place across the City are being carried out by Western Power.

(b) Houses of Multiple Occupancy (HMOs)

The increase in the number of HMOs is changing the character of the area and residents are asked to be aware, and report any planning applications/building work being carried out.

 11. Any Other Business

(a) Health Related Talks

In liaison with Andrea Phillips at University Hospital Walsgrave, Sam Hyndman has arranged for a series of health talks to be held monthly at Finham Library.  Details will be on the FRA website.  The first talk, to be held during Dementia Week, will be on Dementia and held on Tuesday 20 May, 5.45 – 6.45 pm.  Tea and coffee will be available.  Commencing in August, talks will be held at St Martin's church.

(b) Keep Fit Class

Angela Fryer gave details of a Salsa Keep Fit Class run by Age UK at the Atrium Gym in Watch Close (off Spon Street).  Cost £2.25.

(c) Play Park

Angela Fryer and Ann Bush are pursuing the options available to provide a play area acceptable to the children in the area.  Funding is being sought as well as a meeting with Mr Edwards, CCC Parks and Open Spaces.

(d) Activities at Finham Library
